It came into force in 1948 with a view to impart the rudimentary skills and training in handling 

of weapons of different type, and make them physically tough such that they could face the 

hardship easily. N.C.C training is given to student in age group of 13 to 26 in the school and 

college. It is given in army, naval, and air force stream depending upon the aptitude of students.

The ‘Aims’ of the NCC laid out in 1988 have stood the test of time and continue to meet the 

requirements expected of it in the current socio–economic scenario of the country. The NCC 

aims at developing character, comradeship, discipline, a secular outlook, the spirit of adventure 

and ideals of selfless service amongst young citizens. Further, it aims at creating a pool of 

organized, trained and motivated youth with leadership qualities in all walks of life, who will 

serve the Nation regardless of which career they choose.

(CAC) meeting held on 11 Aug 1978. The mottos suggested were “Duty and Discipline”; “Duty, 

Unity and Discipline”; “Duty and Unity”; “Unity and Discipline”. The final decision for 

selection of “Unity and Discipline” as motto for the NCC was taken in the 12th CAC meeting 

held on 12 Oct 1980.
